SESSION   8   -   GENERAL   EPISTLES  

I. JESUS   IS   THE   NEW   __________________   ____________________  
 
Long   ago,   at   many   times   and   in   many   ways,   God   spoke   to   our   fathers   by   the   prophets,   but   in  
these   last   days   he   has   spoken   to   us   by   his   Son,   whom   he   appointed   the   heir   of   all   things,  
through   whom   also   he   created   the   world.   He   is   the   radiance   of   the   glory   of   God   and   the   exact  
imprint   of   his   nature,   and   he   upholds   the   universe   by   the   word   of   his   power.   After   making  
purification   for   sins,   he   sat   down   at   the   right   hand   of   the   Majesty   on   high,   having   become   as  
much   superior   to   angels   as   the   name   he   has   inherited   is   more   excellent   than   theirs.

II. JESUS   IS   THE   NEW   ________________   HIGH    _____________________  
 

A. ___________   HIGH   PRIESTS:   Some   Upside,   Huge   Downside  

For   every   high   priest   chosen   from   among   men   is   appointed   to   act   on   behalf   of   men   in  
relation   to   God,   to   offer   gifts   and   sacrifices   for   sins.   He   can   deal   gently   with   the   ignorant  
and   wayward,   since   he   himself   is   beset   with   weakness.   Because   of   this   he   is   obligated   to  
offer   sacrifice   for   his   own   sins   just   as   he   does   for   those   of   the   people.

B. __________________   AS   HIGH   PRIEST:   Massive   Upside,   No   Downside  

i)   ______________________:   Forever   Interceding  
 
The   former   priests   were   many   in   number,   because   they   were   prevented   by   death   from  
continuing   in   office,   but   he   holds   his   priesthood   permanently,   because   he   continues  
forever.   Consequently,   he   is   able   to   save   to   the   uttermost   those   who   draw   near   to   God  
through   him,   since   he   always   lives   to   make   intercession   for   them.   

Heb   7:23-25  
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ii)   ________________________:   No   need   for   own   sacrifice  
 
For   it   was   indeed   fitting   that   we   should   have   such   a   high   priest,   holy,   innocent,   unstained,  
separated   from   sinners,   and   exalted   above   the   heavens.   He   has   no   need,   like   those   high  
priests,   to   offer   sacrifices   daily,   first   for   his   own   sins   and   then   for   those   of   the   people,  
since   he   did   this   once   for   all   when   he   offered   up   himself.   For   the   law   appoints   men   in  
their   weakness   as   high   priests,   but   the   word   of   the   oath,   which   came   later   than   the   law,  
appoints   a   Son   who   has   been   made   perfect   forever.

Since   then   we   have   a   great   high   priest   who   has   passed   through   the   heavens,   Jesus,   the  
Son   of   God,   let   us   hold   fast   our   confession.   For   we   do   not   have   a   high   priest   who   is  
unable   to   sympathize   with   our   weaknesses,   but   one   who   in   every   respect   has   been  
tempted   as   we   are,   yet   without   sin.   Let   us   then   with   confidence   draw   near   to   the   throne  
of   grace,   that   we   may   receive   mercy   and   find   grace   to   help   in   time   of   need.

III. JESUS   IS   THE   NEW   _________________________   ________________________  
 

A. NOT   by   blood   of   _________________,   but   by   his   ________   blood  

But   when   Christ   appeared   as   a   high   priest   of   the   good   things   that   have   come,   then  
through   the   greater   and   more   perfect   tent   (not   made   with   hands,   that   is,   not   of   this  
creation)   he   entered   once   for   all   into   the   holy   places,   not   by   means   of   the   blood   of   goats  
and   calves   but   by   means   of   his   own   blood,   thus   securing   an   eternal   redemption.   For   if  
the   blood   of   goats   and   bulls,   and   the   sprinkling   of   defiled   persons   with   the   ashes   of   a  
heifer,   sanctify   for   the   purification   of   the   flesh,   how   much   more   will   the   blood   of   Christ,  
who   through   the   eternal   Spirit   offered   himself   without   blemish   to   God,   purify   our  
conscience   from   dead   works   to   serve   the   living   God.

B. NOT   in   _________________   temple,   but   perfect   tent   in   __________________  

Thus   it   was   necessary   for   the   copies   of   the   heavenly   things   to   be   purified   with   these   rites,  
but   the   heavenly   things   themselves   with   better   sacrifices   than   these.   For   Christ   has  
entered,   not   into   holy   places   made   with   hands,   which   are   copies   of   the   true   things,   but  
into   heaven   itself,   now   to   appear   in   the   presence   of   God   on   our   behalf.  

Heb   9:23-24  
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C. NOT   through   _______________   sacrifices,   but   _____________________   sacrifice  

Nor   was   it   to   offer   himself   repeatedly,   as   the   high   priest   enters   the   holy   places   every   year  
with   blood   not   his   own,   for   then   he   would   have   had   to   suffer   repeatedly   since   the  
foundation   of   the   world.   But   as   it   is,   he   has   appeared   once   for   all   at   the   end   of   the   ages  
to   put   away   sin   by   the   sacrifice   of   himself.

SUMMARY   PASSAGE  
11    And   every   priest   stands   daily   at   his   service,   offering   repeatedly   the   same   sacrifices,   which   can  
never   take   away   sins.    12    But   when   Christ   had   offered   for   all   time   a   single   sacrifice   for   sins,   he   sat  
down   at   the   right   hand   of   God,    13    waiting   from   that   time   until   his   enemies   should   be   made   a  
footstool   for   his   feet.    14    For   by   a   single   offering   he   has   perfected   for   all   time   those   who   are   being  
sanctified.   
15    And   the   Holy   Spirit   also   bears   witness   to   us;   for   after   saying,   

16   “This   is   the   covenant   that   I   will   make   with   them   
after   those   days,   declares   the   Lord:   

I   will   put   my   laws   on   their   hearts,   
and   write   them   on   their   minds,”   

17    then   he   adds,   

“I   will   remember   their   sins   and   their   lawless   deeds   no   more.”   

18    Where   there   is   forgiveness   of   these,   there   is   no   longer   any   offering   for   sin.

A. _____________________   language:   We   are   freed   ___________________  

What   shall   we   say   then?   Are   we   to   continue   in   sin   that   grace   may   abound?   By   no   means!  
How   can   we   who   died   to   sin   still   live   in   it?   Do   you   not   know   that   all   of   us   who   have   been  
baptized   into   Christ   Jesus   were   baptized   into   his   death?   We   were   buried   therefore   with  
him   by   baptism   into   death,   in   order   that,   just   as   Christ   was   raised   from   the   dead   by   the  
glory   of   the   Father,   we   too   might   walk   in   newness   of   life.   For   if   we   have   been   united   with  
him   in   a   death   like   his,   we   shall   certainly   be   united   with   him   in   a   resurrection   like   his.   We  
know   that   our   old   self   was   crucified   with   him   in   order   that   the   body   of   sin   might   be  
brought   to   nothing,   so   that   we   would   no   longer   be   enslaved   to   sin.   For   one   who   has   died  
has   been   set   free   from   sin.   Now   if   we   have   died   with   Christ,   we   believe   that   we   will   also  
live   with   him.
